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5 Print Serial Letters

This chapter demonstrates how to use TFORMer for creating and printing a serial letter.

5.1 Your Requirements

Let us assume that this serial letter announces a new store of your company and will be sent to
existing customers. Customer specific data (like customer number, name, and address) is stored in
a Microsoft Excel table.

5.1.1 Serial Letter Layout

Detail Area

Page Footer

The serial letter is divided into three logical areas. These areas are marked with red frames in the
figure above:

A Page Header
The page header in this example contains only static data and is identical for all letters.

A Detail Band
The detail band is used for the body of the letter. It contains some customer specific fields
like the salutation or the address of the customer (- ). In addition the current date will be
printed automatically (- ).

A Page Footer
Beside static data like the greeting formula, an image for the signature and a bar code with
the encoded customer number (®) is shown.
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
